The ship was built in 1911 as a topsail schooner at the Lühring shipyard in Brake / Germany and converted into a brig in the 1970s. Since 2009 it has been operated by the FORUM train & sail GmbH and sails mainly in the North Sea and Baltic Sea, in the Canary Islands and in the Caribbean. The crew consists of a captain, chief mate, engineer, cook, sailors and trainees.


Your tasks

· We are looking for a seaworthy Chief Mate qualified for at least 200 GT, preferably with experience in traditional sail training.
